How to Request an Interpreter at the Hearing

1.  Ban phai di dén tda an dé gdp Tham Phan vao ngay c6 phién x& cia ban.
You must go to the court to see the Judge on your hearing date.

2. Taiphién xt, ban c6 thé:
At the hearing, you may:

e Xin ThAm Phan cho mét thdng dich vién.
Ask the Judge for an interpreter.

e DPuwa cho ThAm Phan mét la thw yéu cau cho mét thdng dich vién.
Give the Judge a letter asking for an interpreter.

e Trinh cho ThAm Phan Thé Chirng Nhan Ngdn Ngi¥ clia ban, c6 san tai tat ca cac
tda an trén toan tiéu bang va trén mang vi tinh vé Tw Phap tai dia chi

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3. Luat sw cla ban c6 thé yéu cau Thdm Phéan cung cap mét thdng dich vién cho ban,
bang miéng hoac bang van ban.
Your attorney may ask the Judge for an interpreter for you, orally or in writing.

Tai phién xt& ctia ban, ThAm Phan c6 thé chat van ban. Thdm Phan sé quyét dinh ban c6 thé
dwoc cap mot théng dich vién hay khéng. Néu dwoc cung cap do linh cia Tham Phan, théng
dich vién nay mién phi.

At your hearing, the Judge may ask you questions. The Judge will decide whether you may have an interpreter. If an
interpreter is provided by the Judge, the interpreter is free.
